· Includes interviews with an entertainment attorney and a Philomath Films executive.  The author is the head of the New York Film Grant competition and knows the business of reviewing proposals.  However, she is working with big budgets so some of her advice (i.e. hire a personal assistant to run errands) is not really applicable to the world of ethnographic documentaries.  She says 60% of all non-commercial film funding comes from individual donors (not grants, not foundations) and so her stories of how to court wealthy donors are valuable. They focus on building social relationships, asking for advice, and being patient with the process of showing how committed you are.

Rossi, Fernanda. Trailer Mechanics: A Guide to Making Your Documentary Fundraising Trailer. New York: Magafilms, 2005.

· This book focuses on making a documentary trailer and using it to “pitch” your project to others, so it is in some ways a motivational book, as much about the process itself and the thinking that goes into it as about the trailer that will be an important part of that process.  Note that a final project for this class could serve as a trailer for a more extensive production and many USC students in the past have, in fact, used their course productions in this way.

Warshawki, Morrie. Shaking the Money Tree: How to Get Grants and Donations for Film and Television (second edition). Michael Wiese Productions, 2003
· Has some useful advice and looks at the “noncommercial” film market, but is not focused on trans-cultural documentaries or ethnographic productions, so there is no information on funding through research projects or as part of a larger research agenda.  Misidentifies PBS as a government agency, has out of date addresses for many foundations, but it does contain sample grant proposals and makes the great point that you not only, or even primarily, look for funding aimed at filmmakers, but should seek funding aimed at issues which your documentary addresses.  Also, many organizations—NGOs, charities, religious groups, activist groups—will offer partial funding when you have already accomplished something and have a good work-in-progress to show.
